
Both trials for the WG and 
MG Australian champion-
ships have been completed 
and we have 3 gymnasts 
representing the NT.  

At the MG Australian cham-
pionships we have one 
gymnast, being young Rhy-
gan Werret, from Gymnas-
tics Metropolis competing 
in the Men’s open level 7 
competition. Rhygan 
achieved an awesome over-
all score of 67.30 demolish-
ing the qualifying score of 
60. 

The MG Championships is 
being held in Canberra 
from the 12th—17th of July. 
Accompanying Rhygan as 
the National team coach 
and judge will be Guy 
Tooms. 

At the WG Australian 
Championships we have 

two gymnasts, firstly Karley 
McRae, 14, from Gymnas-
tics Metropolis and second-
ly Marie Cunnington, 16, 
from Palmerston Gymnas-
tics Club, both are compet-
ing in the Women’s level 7 
competition. The girls put in 
a strong performance at 
the second national trial, 
Marie qualifying with an 
overall total of 43.20 and 
Karley achieving 44.55. 
These scores surpass the 
national qualifier of 42.00 .  

The Women’s Champion-
ships are held a week be-
fore the men’s in Perth from 
the 4th—11th of July. The 
remainder of the Women’s 
team consists of Pam Cun-
nington national team 
coach and chaperone, as 
well as Lisa Campbell at-
tending as the national 
judge and WG technical 

Director.   

We wish the gymnasts eve-
ry success with their train-
ing in the next couple of 
weeks leading into nation-
als and hope all goes well 
for them.
